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One Design Writing prize will be awarded annually to advocate writing as a necessary and creative practice for communicating ideas related to design. The application form below must be completed by both essayist and proposer to apply for the Writing Prize.

Competition requirements:

1. The entry must be authored from 2021 onwards and thus be recent writing

Entries should not exceed 3,500 words and must be written in English (entries written/published in another language and accompanied by an English translation will be accepted)

2. One digital copy of the essay should be emailed to the Design History Society administrator Jenna Allsopp: designhistorysociety@gmail.com, by 16.00 GMT on 28 June 2022. The email subject line should clearly state “DHS Writing Prize” 

3. The essay must be accompanied by a nomination and this Application Entry Form. Note: submissions can be either self-nominated or put forward by a nominator. Self-nominated works must be seconded by another nominator. It is the responsibility of the submitter to ensure the entry criteria is met. The Entry Form must be included with the submission bearing the signature of both author and a nominator and a brief statement that contextualizes the entry.

4. Essays must be submitted as PDF files with the accompanying entry form either included within or alongside the PDF in the submission email. 
5. General guidelines for DHS grants;

a. the DHS grants do not fund retrospective costs.

b. in submitting applications, institutional emails are preferred for anyone affiliated to an institution.

c. awardees are asked to consult with the Society's administrator for any variation of use in grants.

d. awardees must submit receipts to the administrator with every applicant's final blog post.

e. amounts exceeding the pre-agreed funding budget will not be reimbursed.
